
Students will work with each letter of the alphabet 
with a focus on phonemic awareness (sounds) 

handwriting, phonics (letters to grapheme as well as) 
identifying and producing rhyming words.  The 

students will do word work with syllables, segmenting 
sounds, learn high frequency words in the 

foundational skills part of each lesson.  Students will 
build knowledge and language through stories 

provided as well as reading and vocabulary.  Author 
and illustrator roles, story elements, comprehension, 
topic, theme and central idea are an integral part of 

each module lesson  As the modules progress, 
students will learn to build and sound out cvc words 
with instruction and pre decodable text.  Writing is 
also integrated into the modules, with a focus on 

narrative, opinion, fiction, nonfiction with an 
introduction to grammar.
